I would also like to take this opportunity 
on behalf of parents to thank all those 
members of the Governing Body for 
giving so much of their time working to 
guide our school in its continued       
development. Their decisions and input 
have a real impact on the quality of our 
school.  

We are shortly embarking on the       
process of issuing all pupils in Years 5 
and 6 with personal email accounts. 

Email accounts are being provided in 
order to support the development of our 
pupils IT skills and will also provide 
them with another tool by which to    
support their own learning.  

As well as being used to facilitate         
curriculum development the accounts 
can be used to communicate with 
friends and family. The accounts are 
web based and can be accessed from 
any computer whether that be at home 
or in school. 

The email accounts are to be set up 
through the Local Authorities Internet 
Provider and as such will be put through 
an enhanced filtering process. All 
emails written or viewed in school will 
also be tracked by the schools internal 
internet use monitoring software. Pupils 
given access to an email account will be 
aware of the schools E Safety Policy and 
will be expected to adhere to it.  If    
however you would prefer that your 
child was not allocated an account 
please write to myself at school.

Morning of Music 

Our various student groups are very active at the 
moment and have a number of initiatives on the go.  

Our School Council have contacted and obtained 
quotes and designs from external contractors for 
the provision of an outside activity area for Key 
Stage 2. They are now preparing to present their 
ideas to School Governors in an effort to obtain 
funding to support their preferred proposals. Plans 
are also afoot to support this years Red Nose Day        
appeal, “Do Something Funny for Money.” 

Our Eco Squad are compiling a School Travel Plan 
and would like to establish a walking bus. They are 
also concerned about cars parking on yellow lines 
outside the school gates and are developing plans 
for pupils to monitor the situation and to personally 
write to persistent offenders.

Squad members are 
also attempting to access a grant from Peugeot 
which they will then use to purchase “Talking” litter 
bins for the school. 

Our Food Focus Group have plans to involve all 
children in making use of the kitchen garden.

The show features 
“Captain Carrot” and supports their healthy eating 
initiatives. Plans are also in place to improve the 
outdoor eating areas with the provision of              
umbrellas for the Summer months. 

The above are just a selection of the initiatives     
taking place. I would like to thank all the pupils in 
these representative groups for their hard work 
and dedication in driving these initiatives forward. 
They inevitably work through their break times and 
lunch times on these projects, a great sacrifice  
indeed! So a big well done to them all.  

This term both our Y1 and Y5 classes will be taking 
part in special Mornings of Music. During these 
events our pupils will join together with children 
from a number of other schools for a morning of  
music and singing. These are exciting and enjoyable 
occasions.
